“It’s a big bonus, coming out of not working so long and working. You get more money, it keeps you 
busy, keeps you out of trouble. You don’t have so much time on your hands, you make the most of 
the time you have got. You appreciate the time you get to yourself more. The house means 
everything to me. Mostly it’s a place that is mine - it protects me from the harsh environment, from 
the outside world. I come home and I feel safe and thankful to have a place to come home to. It’s a 
lovely place. I’m on the 13th floor I’ve got a great view”. 
 
John says he’s still got his challenges that he needs to work on, but he feels that having his house 
gives him more incentive not to lose it all again. 
 
“Its my support networks that have helped me to get here, and I’m really glad I’ve held onto them, I 
still feel like I could use them better, and so I’m trying to do that”  
 
John is continuing to be part of the Milk Crate open program, so you can see him at the next show, 
either onstage or in the kitchen at Edward Eagar Lodge. Make sure you say hello and 
congratulations - we’re all behind you John!
