Milk Crate partnered with the Homeless Persons Legal Service to create a show to generate debate,
discussion and opportunities for further information as part of the national consultation on whether

Australia needs a charter for human rights . Directed by the talented Danielle Antaki and as always based
on real life stories, Milk Crate performed at Edward Eagar Lodge, Samaritan House, Newtown Mission and
Street Level Church.
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Beck chaired the symposium “Creativity in Recovery” at the Outside In Conference — a national
conference coordinated by the Mental Health Coordinating Council (MHCC) and Network of Alcohol & Other
Drugs Agencies (NADA).

We had a celebration sneak peek launch of
INTERSECTION 2008 in creative development
hosted by the Community Partnerships Board of the
Australia Council for the Arts. We are currently

. applying for funds for INTERSECTION to go to full
‘ - production in 2010. Stay tuned!
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Beck took part in Three Minute Sydney one of the
key events at the Creative Sydney Festival taking
place down at the Museum of Contemporary Art in
May — June. Theatre Minute Sydney gave nine of
Sydney’s creative leaders the opportunity to reflect
on what creativity in the city means to them.
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Milk Crate participant Mikel has directed and produced his first show — LOST SOULS - to be performed at
Exodus in Ashfield, 180 Liverpool Road, Ashfield on 8 July at 5.30 pm. It includes other Milk Crate
participants John Mc and Michael.

MILK CRATE MEMBER INSIGHT
Bruce — Studying Community Cultural Development at TAFE

How did you get into the course?

It was suggested to me by my Centrelink PSP worker — that Outreach offered various TAFE courses for free
to people with barriers to obtaining employment. Having had many disadvantages in my life, | was once
homeless — and now being in recovery from addictive behaviour, It was my first re-entry back into education
after many years. So after doing a basic computer course, | found out about this Community Cultural
Development (CCD) course — which is Certificate 1 — a basic introduction to CCD using different arts
methods to promote the empowerment and enhancement of communities, in particular the marginalised
community sector. | was informed that the CCD course was available and living in the Darlinghurst area, |
am well aware of the impact that addiction and homelessness issues have on my local community. And | feel
passionate that | would like to make changes — about sharing my story through CCD projects, so that | may
offer hope to others to make better choices in their life. This course was great because you bring your own
life experience.

What's it like?

The course is conducted in a relaxed, friendly, un-pressured environment and those in the class participate
and interact with each other, thus sharing our own ideals. The interaction in the class has just been a
wonderful opening up of awareness of society, inspiring me that | have something that | can give to
community and showing me a way that | can do that. We've been exposed to lots of different forms of CCD
projects such as Milk Crate Theatre, film, radio, visual arts etc.

What lies ahead?
I've enrolled in Certificate 4 in community services — a full time course next year.
