An abundance of ideas were brought forward about different options 
for further training, how people can stay connected to Milk Crate once they get a job, and how participants 
can be represented on our future board. We are all very excited by the prospects, changes are afoot, and 
these ideas will feed into our plans for next year and the years to come.

Human Rights  
Earlier in the year, Milk Crate partnered with the Homeless Persons Legal Service to consult the homeless 
and disadvantaged community in Sydney about their views on human rights in Australia. The results from 
this series of shows were submitted in a document to the National Human Rights Consultation committee. 
That committee received 35,000 submissions! It has just released its recommendations to the Federal 
Government – 31 in total, including increasing education about human rights and introducing a Human 
Rights Act to Australia. We are very proud to have been part of what will hopefully become a genuine 
change in Australia’s approach to human rights. Big thanks to all those people who participated in the shows 
and gave their views, and to the Public Interest Advocacy Commission and the Homeless Person’s Legal 
Service.
